For any of us who were conscious in 2001, September will always be marked by the 
tragic events of September 11.  That weekend I was officiating at a wedding on Orcas 
Island.  The backdrop for the wedding should have been the beautiful scenery and the 
amazing outdoor décor.  With several of the guests coming from New York, the 
backdrop was instead the fallen towers of Manhattan.  Recognizing this, the couple 
asked me to offer a prayer at the beginning of the reception to acknowledge the 
devastation and to move us toward celebration.  The only thing I could think of were 
the words at the end of Psalm 30: “You have turned my mourning into dancing.”  It 
was one of those times when those ancient words spoke exactly our hopes for that 
night and the days to come. 
 

So I was stunned to read the preface to Walter Brueggemann’s concise Spirituality of 
the Psalms.  Brueggemann says that the book went to press “in the immediate wake” 
of September 11, 2001.  I had already decided that this book would be a good 
introduction to our series on the Psalms but I had no idea of this backdrop.  
Brueggemann’s understanding is that the Psalms are an expression of the spiritual 
experience of orientation (“God is my shepherd”), disorientation (“the valley of the 
shadow of death”), and re-orientation (“I will dwell in God’s house forever”).  All of a 
sudden this structure had a new significance.  On September 11, we had gone from 
seeing ourselves as the most powerful nation on 
earth to the disorientation of shocking vulnerability.  
Our view of ourselves as a nation committed to 
goodness and mercy had oriented us.  But now we 
were disoriented: “Why do they hate us?” we kept 
asking.  And, in the wake of this disorientation, our 
fear and impulse to retaliation got the best of us.  
What we needed, the Psalms might say, was to move 
from disorientation to a new orientation – to see 
ourselves in a new way that acknowledges the reality 
of our fear and vulnerability in the light of a new 
hope that would re-orient us to the world. 
 

Darker and more destructive forces won the day in 
2001.  Nonetheless, what is true of our nation is also 
true of us.  We think we know our way.  The way 

becomes overshadowed with destruction or death.  We get lost – either returning to some kind of naïve assertion 
that things are ‘okay’ when they are not or we spiral into deeper levels of despair.  The Psalms offer another way 
– admit the truth; face the fear; live in confidence that, no matter what, we live in God’s house where goodness 
and mercy are our legacy.  This is why John Calvin called the Psalms, ‘the anatomy of the soul.’  With the help 
of Brueggemann’s Spirituality of the Psalms (available for $10, see Tim), the wisdom of one another, and the 
confidence that we live – always – in God’s house, we invite you to join us as we seek to restore our souls …

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 From the Moderator 
 
      

In the summer edition of the Beacon, I wrote an article full of excitement 
about the future. And full of appreciation for the good work you all did – 
good hard work -- to achieve consensus on our next course of action: to 
proactively seek a partner / developer for our property. Thank you again 
for this! What an accomplishment! 
 

We are now full swing into that next course of action. We’ve sent out a 
Request for Proposals (RFP) to 15+ groups who have expressed an interest in the possibilities UBC and our 
property provide.  Our Finance Team is working on just what it means to be ‘financially sound’, as you directed 
in June. Our Co-location Working Group is in active discussions with University Christian Church here in our 
neighborhood for the short term and perhaps beyond. We are selecting an attorney to assist us. We have an 
update to the appraisal of our building and property. And we have a plan for gatherings through the fall; 
gatherings that are key to our continued, collective discernment. 
 

As I write to you about the active fall we will have together, I must also tell you about the active summer I have 
had personally; a summer of learning. This summer I learned the degree to which our beloved building is held 
together by, as my grandmother used to say, with ‘spit and a whistle’. For years we have proudly relied on our 
spunk and our legendary ability to accept austerity in the service of our missions. Today’s reality is this: we’ve 
gone beyond ‘austerity’. Our building and its aging systems are fast becoming an active barrier to our ability to 
serve. Tim is the one who currently bears the brunt of this. Tim is no whiner; we all know that. But the entire 
community looses when Tim and Meesh spend their week troubleshooting one more problem with the 
plumbing, the telephone, the doors, the boiler, the computer and on and on.  
 

Ok, you may say, “This isn’t news to me. I’ve known this all along! Sorry you were so slow on the uptake, Ms. 
Bean!”  But here is the punch line for me: Time is of the essence. Other congregations with aging buildings take 
years to negotiate partnership arrangements. We do not have this luxury. I believe the ‘spit and whistle’ holding 
our building and infrastructure together could simply disintegrate at any moment.  
 

How hard it is for me to say this. Hard for two reasons: First, I as your moderator, I am aware of the ‘bully 
pulpit’ that comes with the trust you offered when you elected me. Am I abusing this trust by giving my opinion 
in this very public setting? Perhaps. But I can’t hold back this new tide conviction. Second, I have learned a lot 
about inner-city development in the process of writing the RFP and speaking with people who have wisdom and 
experience in church partnership arrangements. And I have had to admit to myself – and now to all of you – that 
I have been holding fast to an image for our future that is, at best, unlikely. My image has us staying in our 
current place, perhaps even in our current space, providing space for – especially – our less ‘mainstream’ 
missions. My image requires that UBC is – essentially – subsidized by a partner with very deep pockets, with 
values and a sense of mission nearly identical to my own, and with a willingness to go in the red financially for 
the sake of these. 
 

Today, August 26th, about twenty of us went to visit University Christian Church and the spaces that could – 
potentially – house us in the short or even long term. My heart was full of hope. For this place could serve us 
well; these people want us. But my heart seized up at the same time. For I had to take in and breathe the 
possibility – the likelihood even – that my own images for our future are just that: my images. They probably 
border on fantasy.  
 

I had to take in and breathe the reality that God does not forsake us when a building breaks. God has a ‘house 
for us’ – a house where the infrastructure is primarily made up by spirit when two or more of us are gathered 
together.  
 

Is it possible to have weariness and strength, sadness and hope, pain and joy at the same time? Of course. We 
will be visited and be strengthened by all these emotions in the months ahead. Onward we go. Let’s go in 
hopeful anticipation, with just enough reality to keep us focused, just enough dreaming to keep us inspired, and 
just enough prayer to be reminded that our precious Abba is with us. Always.

Tim’s Report:  Tim distributed his report and calendar.  Sofia, Office Manager, remains on vacation through 
Tuesday, September 4th.  Margie returns on August 26th.  Travis has finished his time with us.  Meesh is 
working with a plumbing company to determine what is needed to repair the sprinkler system.  The Fall Retreat 
at Camp Burton is September 21-23.

MSPJ Team:  Daniel had a meeting last month with Saturday Kitchen representatives.  We have not hired a 
cook/coordinator.  Volunteers for Saturday Kitchen are being sought for the September through February time 
period. 
 
Congregational Care:  Elizabeth gave an update for Jackie. 
 
Worship: Elizabeth will make a special invitation for people to attend the UBC Music Forum/Worship Summit 
on August 25th. 
 
Seeking the House:    
Martha led a thorough discussion on the process for sending out an RFP that meets the expectations of the June 
special meeting resolution.  Responses will be expected by Oct. 1st.   The resolution states that if no potential 
partnership agreement is ready for initial review by November 1, 2007, members of UBC authorize the 
preparation of a motion or motions to offer the church property for sale.  Council members discussed the fact 
that several of the systems in the building are breaking down and requiring regular repairs.  While we have 
Meesh’s valuable time a few hours a week, this is insufficient to address the plumbing, electrical, and other 
necessary maintenance needs.  We no longer have a building team that can be called upon when emergency 
repairs are needed or to plan work parties as in the past.  With all of the facility users and the necessity to 
maintain a functioning facility while we look for a developer, Council members felt strongly that this concern 
needs to be brought to the congregation.  In addition, the Council is recommending a motion to the congregation 
that sufficient funds be borrowed in order to hire a facilities manager/repair person between 20 and 40 hours per 
week.  The congregation will be given an update on these important developments. Elizabeth updated us on 
conversations with University Christian.  A visit is planned to their facility on August 26th.
