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UBC responded with over $800 in donations for Haiti relief through 
One Great Hour of Sharing last month, and we’re not done yet - below 
are more opportunities to help: 

Now until February 21st - Hygiene Kit Collection. Church World Ser-

vice (CWS) was able to send thousands of hygiene kits to Haiti within 24 

hours of the earthquake, but more are needed. UBC will collect items to 

make kits; the kits will be assembled at an ABW meeting on Monday, Feb-

ruary 22nd. We need your help gathering the following items: 

• hand towels measuring approximately 16" x 28" 

(no kitchen, fingertip or bath towels) 

• washcloths 

• wide-tooth combs 

• nail clippers 

• bars of soap (bath size in wrapper) 

• toothbrushes (in original packaging) 

• standard size Band-Aids® 

• one-gallon plastic bags with zippers 

You can bring individual items or completed kits to church on Sundays, or bring them to the church office. To as-

semble, place all items in a one-gallon plastic bag with a zipper closure, remove excess air from bag, and seal. 

Please do not add toothpaste to the Hygiene Kit. Cartons of toothpaste that have an extended expiration date will be 

added to Hygiene Kit shipments just prior to shipment. Rhonda will donate 50 cents for each donated kit to help 

with shipping costs and/or purchase more items.

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Between March 13-25 in 1987, ten UBCers plus a couple others drove a school bus 4,482 miles to San Salvador.  
The bus was a donation to a local orphanage run by Emanuel Baptist Church (UBC’s sister church).  Rev. Jamie 
Mock-Robins and Kathy Mock-Robins had volunteered at the orphanage during the previous summer.  It was clear 
that transportation was a challenge for this facility that served 100 children.  Funds were raised to purchase a 10 year

-old school bus with 98,000 miles on it. 

Priscilla Chong Jue coordinated the 
planning and organizing of a UBC Ha-
waiian Luau to raise funds for the trip.  
Dinner and entertainment were pro-
vided at the February 27th event.  The 
picture with this article shows Priscilla 

and other dancers in the program. 

Virginia Nelson remembers stories as-
sociated with this remarkable journey.  
Apparently, the bus broke down be-
tween Seattle and LA.  Fortunately, 
Jim Hain was along and made the nec-
essary repairs.  In Brownsville Texas, 
the bus limped into town with a struc-
tural problem.  A local gas station me-
chanic provided the welding that was 
needed and waved the fee.  He said it 
was his contribution to the mission.  
About this time, group of nuns heard about the mission and begin praying for the trips success.  The bus had no fur-

ther mechanical problems. 

At the border with Guatemala, an official reviewed the list of bus riders that had been previously submitted as re-
quired by the government.  What the official did not know was a participant had been added to the travelers as 
someone had dropped out.  Jamie watched the official count the number of passports without opening them and 

waived on the UBC group. 

Everyone had a one-way ticket to fly home.  Jamie 
was last in line at the airport.  The airport agent 
told Jamie that he could not board the plane and 
must drive the bus.  The El Salvador policy was 
that vehicles driven in the country could not be left 
behind.  Jamie explained that the bus was a dona-
tion to the orphanage.  The agent would not budge.  
Jamie remembered that he had a letter of introduc-
tion from then Congressman Mike Lowry.  He 
handed the official looking letter to the agent who 

finally waived him on to board the plane. 

This story certainly speaks to the commitment and 

caring of many folks.
