
 

 

I was sitting in my office late on a Friday afternoon when I received a surprise visit.  
I looked to see who had come in and saw a lovely young woman at the counter; my 
visitors were Evelyn Siliezar, her father Roberto and Evelyn’s young daughter.  
Roberto, his wife and other family members fled El Salvador and ended up in one 
of our third floor apartments in 1983. During the time they stayed here Evelyn was 
born in that upstairs apartment; two months earlier, her cousin was also born here. 

Eventually, University Baptist was able to help them as well as other family mem-
bers legally migrate to Canada, where they began a new life together.  Roberto is an 
automobile mechanic and has made a good life for himself and his family; today he 
lives in British Columbia.  Evelyn is married and has the beautiful and shy daughter 
that I met.  Evelyn and her family now live in Ontario.  I asked whether or not they 
still have family in El Salvador, and they do.  Thankfully, their family members did 
survive the violence of the time there.  All Roberto said about the violence was, “It 
was a very bad time.” 

I could see that Roberto was obviously happy to visit this church that had been 
home as well as sanctuary so many years ago, but for Evelyn, the visit seemed to 
have greater importance.  They had stopped by for a quick visit, but in reality, I 
could see that they were actually making a pilgrimage.  Evelyn was visiting her 
birthplace – the transitional home that changed her family story.  When I told her 
that I knew her name already because people still talked about the baby born up-
stairs, she was overwhelmed.  I told her as much of our sanctuary story as I knew 
and told them that we will have a worship service celebrating that particular history 
of our ministry before we leave this building.  They liked that idea and said that 
they would share family photos with us.  We walked into our sanctuary, looked 
around a bit, were quiet; they thanked me again for the help from the church.  I was 
so proud of this congregation and so very happy to be able to welcome them back 
in your name. 

Just as this building is site of a chapter in the Siliezar family story, 4554 Twelfth 
Avenue NE is also home of a long chapter in the UBC story.  Evelyn made a pil-
grimage here in order to understand part of her life history – not to move back in 
time, but to understand her story better and continue on.  We are also on a journey.  
We are moving in the direction of God’s call, God’s purpose for our community.  
In the process we will leave this building just like our Salvadoran guests left with 
their families at a difficult time during the eighties.  We will leave this building, 
taking our family with us, too.  We will live into our new chapter together.  We will 
continue on our faith journey.  We will continue in ministry.  We will continue in 
the direction of God’s call.  How exciting.  How challenging.  What a gift that we 
all get to journey together.

Building Sale − New Offer Will Be Presented at Sept. 13th Quarterly Business Meeting 

We have received a new offer to purchase our building.  The "Seeking the House" working team leads have 
evaluated the offer and negotiated changes with the buyer.  The team then presented the offer to the Stewardship 
Council which voted to bring it to the membership for a vote at the September 13th business meeting. 

A vote to accept this offer will begin a feasibility study of 90 days.  An additional period of 120 days may be 
added to process a change of use request with the city.  Remember, the sale of the building is not complete until 
we close the sale.  

This offer and the planned use for the building are very similar to the offer we voted to accept last February.  The 
new buyers have studied the issues that prevented the last buyer from completing the purchase and they feel they 
have additional options that will permit them to proceed. 

We will present more information about the offer in the days ahead.  Your patience throughout this process as 
well as your involvement in the discussion and vote are extremely important. Please plan to attend the quarterly 
business meeting, and remember that our by-laws do not provide for proxy votes.

What do college admissions essays, resumes, personal ads and pastoral selection 
processes have in common?  They all require you to define who you are and in a 
way sell yourself to others.  Because of this, they are difficult to write.  How we 
see ourselves isn't always how others see us.  Usually we are much more critical 
of ourselves and may undervalue some of our finest traits. Although we can talk 

about what we've done, we're not always sure about what we want to do next. We all have this 
challenging task of self-reflection and definition ahead of us.  As is true with college admis-
sions essays, resumes and personal ads, the end result can be very successful if we do a good 
job or a failure if we don't.  

During the first Pastoral Search Committee meeting, committee members met with Rev. Dr. 
Marcia Patton, Executive Minister of the Evergreen Association.  She explained that the first 
step in the pastoral search process is to gather information about ourselves.  Not only do we 
document our demographics, location, church life and history, we are to describe our 
“style” (leadership, decision-making, relationship to ABC, etc), our worship life, our vision for 
ministry, and what we believe.  All this is to be done before we begin to define what we want 
our new pastor to do.  She told us that some congregations who by-pass this step end up select-
ing a pastor who is not a good fit for them.  Taking our time and doing some careful reflection 
will give prospective candidates a good understanding for who we are and where we want to 
go with our missions, worship and church growth.  It will also help us see where we need to 
focus our energies.  

In the past few months we have been studying the book Christianity for the Rest of Us and 
Nancy and our worship leaders have presented sermons about discernment, church size, the 
place of churches in our culture today, our mission statement, and other topics to help us think 
about who we are and who we want to be.  We have planned our fall retreat to further our dis-
cussion on these issues.  We will be holding parallel sessions at Camp Burton and at UBC for 
those who cannot make it to Vashon Island.  We want as much participation in this process as 
possible. 

Who should come to the retreat and why?  UBC members, both long-term and recent members 
should come and reflect on why you are a member of UBC.  Nonmembers who have visited us 
once or twice or attend regularly should come to reflect on what UBC has meant to them.  We 
need to hear why people decide to stay OR not stay.  We need to hear why we meet someone's 
needs as well as why we don't. I encourage you to call and invite members who haven't been to 
worship for a while as well as recent visitors who are unsure of their intent to stay with 
UBC.  All of the reflections from those who participate are important. 

I hope that we have a great turnout for the Burton retreat.  Although we will have a program at 
UBC, there is more conversation that can be shared over a meal, around a campfire, during a 
walk on the beach, working together on a project, or relaxing on a couch in the retreat cen-
ter.  If you are hesitant to come because you don't like camping, know that the retreat center 
offers real beds and private bathrooms.  If you are hesitant to come because you don't know 
people well, know that you will be welcomed and make new friends.  If you are hesitant to 
come because of the cost, know that we have scholarship funds (if you can donate to the schol-
arship, please do!). 

We will be voting on an offer to buy our building prior to the retreat.  This is important for the 
future of UBC.  We will be defining our priorities at the retreat.  This is just as important.  In 
order to move out and move on, your ideas, time and energy will help us meet our goals. This 
is an important time to become more involved in YOUR church community.  Together, we 
make University Baptist Church the special faith community it is and will become.

Human skin color can range from almost black (due 
to very high concentrations of the dark brown pigment 
melanin) to nearly colorless (appearing reddish white 
due to the blood vessels under the skin) in different 
people. Skin color is determined by the amount and 
type of melanin, the pigment in the skin. Variation in 
skin color is largely due to genetics.  

We all heard this in school, but what does it really 
mean for someone who has skin color that has been 
repeatedly discriminated against?  What happens 
when others look at someone’s skin color and decides 
at that moment to treat someone differently because of 
it? 

Let me tell you a testimony about a woman who skin 
color mattered. 

Recently, I attended the 2009 American Baptist 
Church USA Biennial in Pasadena. Over the course of 
the conference, I was able to meet many wonderful, 
loving and educated people who are the hands and 
feet of Christ.  It was my first time at an ABC event 
and I was excited to be standing in for my UBC fam-
ily. 

I purchased a ticket to the Multi-Cultural Family Fes-
tival.  It was to be a celebration of diversity with a 
mission fair, food from around the world, a variety of 
inspiring entertainment of Tahitian dancers, Brazilian 
praise team, and many other exciting cultural experi-
ences.  The evening started off with confusion due to 
the buffet style dinner.  Everyone had long lines to 
wait in and there were not many tables for people to 
sit by the entertainment.  I arrived in the exhibit hall 
and found my UBC friend, Marilyn, pulled up a chair 
and sat down. As I was sitting there, a lady came to 
the table to find a seat to eat dinner. Most of the seats 
were taken but there was an empty chair next to a cou-
ple; when asked, the couple told the lady that it was 
being saved.  At about the same time, Marilyn was 
leaving the table so I offered up the seat.  The lady sat 
down and we said hello to each other.   

As the entertainment started, a younger woman came 

to the table and was looking for a seat; she knew the 
lady who was next to me. I had noticed that no one 
had come to claim the seat that was being saved by 
the couple at the same table so I asked if we could 
have it.  At first, they ignored me.  When I spoke 
louder, they said something about saving the seat but I 
did mention that it had been nearly an hour.  They be-
grudging gave up the seat.  The lady who was sitting 
next to me decided to let the younger lady she was 
with to sit down next to me; she moved to the empty 
seat and sat down with her plate of food. 

The thing that happened next felt like a slow motion 
film playing in front of my eyes.  The woman who 
was part of the couple got up and went around her 
husband and stood next to him.  It was a very blatant 
move with her body language and the look she sent 
over.  I was stunned.  I asked myself, “Did you really 
see that”?  I looked around for clarification to see if 
perhaps I was imaging what I saw.  The younger lady 
next to me confirmed that I really did see the woman 
get up and remove herself from sitting next to an Afri-
can-American woman.  For $40, I learned that a per-
son’s skin color still matters. 

All I could feel was anger.  I could not speak, move or 
acknowledge what had just happened.  When I saw 
the lady’s shoulder slumped down in humiliation, I 
realized that she was in pain.  She put her plate down 
and stared at the floor.  I jumped up and immediately 
went to her and hugged her.  Meanwhile, the younger 
lady came over to her as well to surround her and we 
all cried together over this horrible experience.  I re-
member telling the group that I could not believe this 
happened in this environment and their answer was, 
“You get used to it.”  After all the changes and ac-
complishments that proud black people have 
achieved, skin color still mattered. The white couple 
didn’t stay long after we all started surrounding the 
lady with words of encouragement and love.  

I met a wonderful lady that day.  Her name is Adina 
and she is a wonderful, loving and caring person.  The
